Dear family of Rotary, 

The resolution to support the development of the future 
vision plan of The Rotary Foundation was one of many passed by the Council on 
Legislation, which met last month in Chicago. With the favorable vote of 92 
percent of the delegates present, the Council endorsed the work being carried 
out by the Trustees of The Rotary Foundation to prepare for future challenges. 

This plan includes a newly worded mission statement that clarifies who we are 
and what we do: “The mission of The Rotary Foundation is to enable Rotarians to 
advance world understanding, goodwill, and peace through the improvement of 
health, the support of education, and the alleviation of poverty.” 

The work we are doing now is some of the most important in the Foundation’s 
90-year history. We have consulted with more than 10,000 Rotarians and 
conducted more than 200 interviews with Rotary leaders, program beneficiaries, 
and donors. We’ve compiled exhaustive information on trends, possibilities, and 
problems and consulted with experts in strategic planning. We are evaluating the 
efficiency and value of programs, as well as available technology and 
administrative organization.  

We have established five priorities and 22 related goals, the main objectives of 
which are simplification and productivity. In short, this tremendous effort will 
provide Rotarians with a Foundation poised to help them with their ever-
increasing workload in the years to come. This will help Rotary face new and 
growing challenges.  

The plan must be implemented and operational by 2009, which means that no 
drastic changes will be made — rather, there will be a progressive adaptation 
according to our Foundation’s resources and needs. 

On behalf of The Rotary Foundation and everyone involved in this project, we 
appreciate the support we have received and the constant encouragement to 
maintain a Foundation that is strong, vibrant, available, proactive, and 
international — one with the necessary resources and unlimited potential to “do 
good in the world.”

Every 
Rotarian Every Year (EREY) is The Rotary Foundation’s way of 
encouraging every Rotarian to donate to the Annual Programs 
Fund (APF).  This is the fund that is responsible for the Paul 
Harris awards and the fund that provides for the many educational 
and humanitarian Programs that make it the backbone of Rotary 
Service.  

Has your club set its annual giving goal for 2007-08?  
If not, be sure to do so as soon as possible and submit it to your district governor-
elect.

The club goal and percentage of goal achieved will appear on the District Monthly 
Contribution Report.  How much of a difference does club goal setting make? 
 
Plenty. Here are a few reasons why: 
 
• Over the past three years, the number of clubs that set APF goals has grown more 
than 10 percent annually. 
 
• I n the same period, APF contributions have increased more than 10 percent a year. 
 
• Clubs that set APF goals participate three to four times more in Foundation programs 
than those without goals. 
 
Your club can help EREY get off to a strong start in 2007-08 by setting a challenging, 
yet realistic annual giving goal.

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Chicago. Perhaps no one was happier about that 
than Rotary's top leaders, many of whom were at 
the event, which ran from 23 to 27 April. 

"It was very democratic," said Rotary International 
President William B. Boyd at the Council’s close. 
"The Board tried not to intrude, and the Trustees 
were there to hear what delegates had to say. It 
was the delegates' Council. I don't think anybody 
gets everything they want, but that's the beauty of 
democracy, isn't it?" 

RI President-elect Wilfrid J.Wilkinson agreed. "This 
week was another example of the internationality 
of Rotary and a great example of democracy in 
action," said Wilkinson.  

Overall, the Council had a busy week, addressing 
337 items that were brought forward by delegates 
coming from throughout Rotary's 530 districts 
worldwide. 

 

The growth of Rotary 
 

Ways to bring new members into Rotary and keep the family of Rotary growing 
were key themes during the first two days of the meeting. Enactment 07-329, 
which passed with overwhelming support, adds a phrase to the RI constitution 
that says community leaders can join business and professional leaders in 
Rotary. 

Boyd knows a perfect candidate for Rotary — a dedicated community leader — 
who meets the new criteria. "This [enactment] will improve Rotary," said Boyd. 
In fact, Boyd has already spoken about this potential member with the president 
of the Rotary club located in the area near the community leader.  

The Council also sent resounding endorsements of two items related to key 
initiatives. Enactment 07-68 affirmed that the eradication of polio is a goal of 
the highest order of Rotary International, while 07-116 endorsed the mission, 
motto, and priorities of the Future Vision Plan for The Rotary Foundation.

Council on Legislation Continued: 

Dues increase 

 
In a move that will impact all Rotary clubs, delegates passed an enactment (07-
283) to increase per capita dues beginning in 2008-09. It will effectively raise 
the dues Rotary club members pay by US$1 per year through 2010-11. Delegates 
also voted to increase the contribution of Rotary International in Great Britain 
and Ireland to the unrestricted net assets of RI (07-292). 

The Council recognized that with increased dues comes increased fiscal 
responsibility. Delegates voted to enact items that revise the level of the general 
surplus fund (07-290), authorize the RI Board to suspend a club that fails to pay 
its financial obligation to RI or the district fund (07-291), and revise district 
financial reporting requirements (07-158). 

The Council also debated the need for more transparency in Rotary business 
matters. Enactment 07-357, to require the RI Board to announce the results of 
deliberations for adopted resolutions at the Council, was adopted.  

By adopting item 07-228, the Council amended the rules for selecting the RI 
president-nominee. The enactment stressed that the best qualified Rotarian 
shall be selected for service and that campaigning and canvassing is forbidden. 
Boyd was impressed with the Council's treatment of this and related items.  

"There was a recommendation (enactment 07-227) that a director would have to 
wait five years to be able to become president, which was rejected," said Boyd, 
supporting the Council's decision. "We don't want the oldest possible person or 
to limit the field." 

Rezoning 

 
Zoning issues also were hotly debated during the week. A proposed enactment 
(07-173), to increase the number of directors from 17 to 18 and revise the 
criteria for setting zone boundaries, failed.  

"For the next two years, the big ongoing issue for the Board will be rezoning," 
Boyd said. "The key will be fairness, while not tearing up fellowship." 

The Council also requested that the RI Board consider including Hindi (07-213) 
and Russian (07-219) as official languages. "This was a highlighted issue at the 
Council," Boyd said. "We are an international organization. How will we balance 
out translation needs versus costs?" 

The RI Board considers referred items and resolutions. All enactments take 
effect 1 July.

In October, The Rotary Foundation Contact Center will begin taking general inquiry calls and 
emails for The Rotary Foundation and its programs from Rotarians, clubs and districts in the 
United States and Canada.

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 The Solomon Islands receive shelter after the storm 
Rotary District 9600 (Papua New Guinea, Solomon Islands, and parts of Australia) 
is working closely with clubs affected by the earthquakes and tsunamis that 
struck the Solomon Islands Western and Choiseul provinces on 2 April. Rotarians 
are assessing the scope of urgent needs and planning long-term rebuilding. 

The disasters left about 9,000 homeless. Members of the Rotary Club of Honiara 
and the Rotary Club of Gizo are on the ground determining the state of 
sanitation, clean water, shelter, and necessary supplies. 

The district contacted suppliers of ShelterBox, which sent 200 units, each 
containing a 10-person tent and other survival equipment from the United 
Kingdom to Australia and on to the island’s capital of Honaira. “From there, it’s 
about another 200 miles by sea to the island of Gizo, which is where the worst 
damage occurred,” says ShelterBox spokesperson Huw Thomas. 

In addition to the ShelterBoxes, the district arranged for the delivery of 400 
Aquaboxes, 30 solar water purifiers, and cooking utensils. The shipping of 
mosquito nets is also being expedited, as public health experts are warning of 
the possibility of malaria outbreaks among the displaced. 

District 9600 reports many offers of help from local and oversees communities, 
including Thailand, which was devastated in 2004 by a tsunami. Rotarians 
previously working in Gizo and Babanga are returning to rebuild their businesses 
and the community’s infrastructure. 

According to Past District Governor Charles Guesdon, local communities 
responded favorably to Rotarian fundraising efforts at various Australian 
shopping centers on 7 April. “Further talks are being held to plan additional 
long-term responses,” he says. The district will now focus on the long-term 
disaster recovery phase by providing funds to rebuild the island’s water supply, 
schools, hospitals, and sanitation.  

RI District Governor Michael Gregory has appointed Director Nominee John 
Lawrence to handle fundraising, Guesdon to coordinate all relief and 
reconstruction, and District Governor Nominee Wayne Morris, of the Rotary Club 
of Honiara, to act as a local liaison.

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They are buried in fields, roads, and footpaths. In more than 
70 countries, land mines – remnants of forgotten conflicts – 
have become slow-motion weapons of mass destruction.  

According to the United Nations, between 15,000 to 20,000 
people are maimed or killed by mines every year. More than a 
fifth of the victims are children. Afghanistan, Cambodia, 
Angola, and Iraq are the most affected countries. In 
Afghanistan alone, an estimated 10 million mines and other 
ordnance are hidden in the ground.  

Convinced that it required more than words to fight the 
problem of land mines, Rotarians from Switzerland and 
Germany started MINE-EX, a project to help victims of mines 
and to work for a worldwide ban of the terrible weapons. 
(Learn more at www.mine-ex.ch and www.mine-ex-
rotary.de).  
  
MINE-EX is based on the initiative of Swiss Rotarian Hans 
Stirnemann, who worked as a surgeon for the International 
Red Cross in Asia and Africa in the 1990s. Devastated by the 
suffering he saw caused by the equally cheap and devilish 

devices, he took action. “I can still see these people, their torn-off limbs and tormented bodies, 
silently and desperately looking to me, the doctor, for help. And there was not much I could do,” 
remembers Stirnemann. “That’s when I learned to hate these weapons.” 

“Anti-personnel mines are not designed to kill people, but to seriously injure and to permanently 
disable,” says Gerhard Selmayr, MINE-EX chair.  

The organization pursues four goals:  

1. Medical and orthopedic care of mine victims (production and fitting of implants, artificial 
limbs, and so forth) 
2. Training of local prosthesis technicians 
3. Support of activities for a worldwide ban of the production and distribution of anti-personnel 
mines 
4. Support for the removal of land mines 

Since 1997, MINE-EX has worked closely with the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC) 
to equip thousands of injured people with artificial limbs and to train local technicians – many of 
them amputees themselves. While the Swiss Rotarians concentrate their work in Cambodia, 
German Rotarians provide help in Georgia and Central Asia. 

 “Wissen gegen Minen” (Knowledge against Mines) is another association fighting against land 
mines. This group, also supported by Rotarians, concentrates on knowledge transfer, which they 
do by using the Internet to teach mine removal methods. One focus of the organization is to 
provide information in regional languages. In cooperation with the Institute of Technology in 
Phnom Penh, Cambodia, for instance, the information is distributed in the country’s main 
language, Khmer.  

Despite extensive mine removal programs, says Selmayr, it will take decades to clean up the soil 
in war and post-war regions, a tedious – and dangerous – task carried out with metal detectors, 
search dogs, and removal devices. There is a lot of work waiting for MINE-EX.
